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SURFACE SAMPLING ENCOUNTERS SIGNIFICANT IRON GRADES AT 
ROBERTSON RANGE 

 
 
Legacy Iron Ore Limited (ñLegacyò or ñthe Companyò) reports that ongoing rock chip sampling 
has returned 55.66% iron in a new target area of its Robertson Range Project in Western 
Australia, with nine other targets recording significant iron grades.  These target areas were 
discovered by satellite imagery. 
 
Robertson Range covers 30km x 12km and is 100% owned by the Company.  It encompasses 
a large, multi-target region with prospectivity for iron and manganese deposits and is located 
110km east of Newman and within 70km of the railhead at Orebody 25. 
 
 
New Surface Sampling 
 
The Company has now received assay results from an additional 69 surface rock chip samples 
taken over an area of 12km x 7km, on ten newly-discovered, iron mineralised zones at 
Robertson Range (Figure 1).  Results range from 2.62% to 55.66% iron.  In total, 52% of the 
samples yielded > 45% Fe, which is encouraging for surface samples as iron depletion and silica 
enrichment generally occur near the surface. 
 
Results are positive and significant grades are tabulated below (Table 1).  Resource drilling is 
now planned over the four highest iron grade targets. 
 
Iron mineralisation of mainly massive and vuggy siliceous goethite continued to be identified on 
prominent topographic óhighsô (Figure 2 and 3).  These highs form two north-west trends and are 
5 to 15m above the plateau elevation. 
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
